NOMINATIONS FOR CHURCH/CHARGE CONFERENCE

The Constitution and By-Laws for the Abilene Area Board of Missions outline the requirements for the number of members from each church who will be on the board:


III. ORGANIZATION:

A. Organization and structure of the Board shall be in keeping with the Discipline.

B. The Board shall meet at least four times each year, and more often as need arises. Regular meetings shall usually be on each last Tuesday of the month with the times and place to be decided and announced well in advance. Special meetings may be called by the chairperson or the Abilene District Superintendent. Notices of regular and special meetings shall be mailed to each member at least ten days prior to the meetings.

C. Membership on the Board shall be made up of persons representing the United Methodist Churches (including Rio Grande Conference Churches within the corporate limits of the City of Abilene and United Methodist Churches at Caps, Potosi, Tye, Hamby, Hawley, Tuscola, Merkel and Clyde.

1. One clergy representative from each church (including the Rio Grande Conference).

2. Two lay representatives from each church for the first four hundred members or fraction thereof, and one lay representative for each additional four hundred or major fraction thereof.  All lay members of the Board shall be nominated by the Committee on Nominations in the local church which they represent, and shall be elected by the Charge Conference along with other elected local church officials (including the Rio Grande Conference Churches);

3. The District Superintendent of the Abilene District, the Chairperson of the Conference Board of Global Ministries, if a resident in the Abilene area, the Chairperson of the Abilene District Work area on Missions, and the Bishop of the Northwest Texas Annual Conference as ex-officio members of the Board with full privileges of membership, etc. . .
